Pegasus? SC asks govt

THE SUPREME COURT on
Monday asked the Centre if it
wanted to bring on record
whether Pegasus spyware was
used or not, to intercept phone
of journalists, politicians,
activistsand court staff.

Solicitor General Tushar
Mehta expressed reluctance to
reply citing the larger implica-
tions of the case concerning
national security.The Bench,led
by Chief Justice NV Ramana,
adjourned the hearing on a
batch of petitions seeking a
probe into the snooping allega-
tions till Tuesday.

However, the apex court
madeit clearthatitcannot com-
pel the government to file an
affidavitifitisreluctanttodoso.
“If you (government) have a
change of mind, let us know
tomorrow.If Mehta may decide
to file an affidavit, then we have
nothing to say, else we will hear

all of you,”the CJI said.

Earlier in the day, the Centre
“unequivocally” denied all alle-
gations,saying theyarebased on
conjecture, media reports and
uncorroborated or incomplete
material.In an affidavit filed by
the Union MinistryforElectron-
icsand Information Technology,
it said the questions raised by
the petitioners have already
been answered in Parliament.

But“todispelanywrongnar-
rative spread byvested interests
andwithan object of examining
the issues raised, we will consti-
tute a committee of experts in
the field which will go in to all
aspects of the issue”, it said.

The courtalsoaskedhowthe
technical committee will check
what authorisations have been
given by the government,and if
it will be able to examine con-
tracts and information on the
procurement and use of the
software, if at all it has been
bought by the government.

Senior advocate Kapil Sibal,
appearing forjournalists N Ram
and Sashi Kumar, said the affi-
davit filed by the Centredoesnot
say whether the government or
its agencies had used the spy-
ware.Healso expressed dissatis-
faction over the government
forming its own committee to
probe allegations against it.

“Wedonotwantthegovern-
ment, which might have used
Pegasus or its agency might
have used it, toset upacommit-
tee onitsown,’he said.

The SCwas hearing as many
as 10 petitions, including one
filed by the Editors Guild of
India, seeking an independent
probeintothealleged snooping.

Nicola Harris, director of
communicationsat Plant Based
Treaty, said the report makes it
clear that rapid, strong and sus-
tained reductions in green-
house gases are needed now.
“We cannot wait two, five or 10
