RE SUSTAINABILITY ON Satur-
day said it is likely to start recy-
cling of 30,000 tonne of waste
generated from the demolition
of Supertech’s twin towers from
nextweek.

The company has bagged
the contract from Noida
Authority to recycle waste gen-
erated from the demolition of
Supertech’s twin towers over
the next three months.

The waste will be converted
into construction materials.
Total waste generated from the
demolition is estimated at
80,000 tonne.

The twin towers,nearly 100
m tall, were demolished on
Sunday.Over 3,700 kg of explo-
sives were used in the opera-
tion. Nearly 320 crore were
spent to demolish the twin
towers,although the Supertech
said it suffered a I500-crore
loss in the development of
these two towers.
