“There are many remote
corners of the country where
you cannot take fibre or
mobile connectivity. How do
you do 100% saturation if
you don’t have satellite inter-
net?” Scindia said in an inter-
view in New Delhi on Tuesday.

The minister added that
satellite connectivity will be
“the only way that you can
activate things”if natural dis-
asters destroy towers and
fiber networks.

Emphasising the comple-
mentary — and not competi-
tive —role played by these ser-
vices, Scindia said India was
committed to offer consumers
terrestrial, fiber as well as
satellite communications.

The minister’s remarks
underscore the solid backing

It also bolsters global firms
vying for an Indian entry,
including Starlink, Amazon’s
Project Kuiper and OneWeb.

While Starlink is yet to
secure a regulatory licence to
start operations in India and
isawaitinglocal rules on spec-
trum pricing, many thingsare
beginning to align for the US
firm.

Last week, it announced
alliances with two Indian
wireless operators — Reliance
Jio and Bharti Airtel — win-
ning over those who had ear-
lier opposed Starlink being
granted cheap airwaves.

Indiais theworld’s second-
largest internet market, trail-
ing China.Phone data charges
are as low as $0.11 per giga-
byte,among the lowest in the
world,and any entrant will be
fighting for users in a price-
sensitive market.

Scindia said the firms will
decide the pricing of their
satellite internet services.

Security conditions

Global firms, including
SpaceX’s Starlink, will also
need to satisfy India’s inter-
nal and external security con-
ditions before securing a
licence. Rival OneWeb as well
as Reliance Jio’s JioSpaceFiber
have already got the local
licences to start operations.

Forinstance,the total expen-
diture of railways stoodatX2.75
lakh crore whereas the total
income is around ¥2.78 lakh
crore. “The cost of transporting
a passenger per km is ¥1.38.
However, the railways charges
just %0.71 per km. Railways
recovers only 53% of the cost,
and the total value of subsidies
is¥60,000 crore annually. Rail-
waysis steadily moving towards
ahealthyfinancial position,and
effortswill continue toimprove
it further in the coming years,’
Vaishnaw said.

Even though the railways is
meeting its expenses through
revenues,expertssaid that oper-
ational surplus is due to the

under-funding of key funds
such as those to address depre-
ciation. “The growth in the
freight segment which is cross-
subsidising the losses on the
passenger side is showing some
signs of cooling off,’said an ana-
lyst. The minister said India has
emerged as a global exporter of
railways equipment and
coaches. For instance, metro
coaches are being exported to
Australia and railway bogies
manufacturedinIndiaarebeing
exported to the UK, Saudi Ara-
bia, France, and Australia.
